How much of a deposit is needed to reserve any given charter?

We require a 20% deposit of the total trip fare to make a reservation with one of our guides. This can be done via check made out to Dream Catcher Charters if booking a trip more than 60 days in advance or credit card over the phone. Ex: day of fishing $400.00 your deposit will be $80.00. If sending a check is preferred we will hold the day for you for one week or 5 business days until we receive check.
Is there a bathroom on the boat?
It depends.  We have several boats with bathrooms and several without.  If a restroom is a necessity please make sure to request a vessel with a restroom when making your reservation.  If you plan on fishing on the flats these boats do not have bathrooms on board, bur we may be able to get you into a slightly larger boat with a bathroom to fish the backcountry.  
Should I bring my own fishing gear?

You can bring anything you like to carry; however, our guides carry all the gear you need for your trip. If you do decide to bring your own gear please check with your captain to ask what kind of lines and whatnots to put on your rod and reel.
What should we bring?

Yourself, whatever you want to eat, drinks (water, Gatorade, sodas, and beer is okay too) sunscreen lotion (not spray please), a good pair of polarized sunglasses, white soled shoes, a jacket on cool or rainy days, a hat, and maybe a camera.  Remember, if you are flats fishing our guides have limited space in our boats. Please do not move in. We will only be on the water a maximum of 8 hours.

What is supplied?

Each guide provides different items, but you can be sure that they will have the following: Rods, reels, bait, tackle, and plenty of ice.

How many people can I bring on my charter?

Our fishing boats cannot carry any more than 6 people maximum but the exact number depends on the type of fishing boat you have reserved.  Typically flats boats carry a maximum of 2 folks and wreck fishing typically 4.  It does not matter if one of the people is not fishing or if one of the people is a baby; they are still a heartbeat and that is all that matters to the Coast Guard that mandates how many people we can carry on our boats.  
How many fish will I catch?

Sounds funny huh? But we get this question all the time. When we can predict this we won’t be taking you fishing anymore.  Seriously though, it depends on what we fish for, when we fish for it, how well you do fishing for it, and how many fish we see for the day of fishing that you have set forth to see and catch fish...... 
In other words, we have no idea.

Can I mount my fish?

Catch a trophy? Want to take it home? We offer artificial replica mounting that is second to none. And what’s best yet is the fish lives on in the water and on your wall. Let your guide know you are looking for a mount so that he gets the proper info from your catch.

Can I eat my fish?

Traditionally flats fishing is a catch and release sport only; if on your charter you would like to stop and get a few snappers for the cooks at your favorite local restaurant to fix for you then let us know and we will hook you up with the proper guide and equipment and even tell you what restaurants will cook your catch.  Offshore fishing? Make sure that you tell your guide in the beginning of the trip that you want to keep your catch otherwise they may make plans for the fish themselves.  

Will the captain clean, freeze, and ship my fish?

No.  The captain and or mate will clean your fish for you, although sometimes there is an extra fee involved for the work depending on the number of fish caught so please discuss this with your guide before the charter.  As for freezing and shipping you are on your own.  You can buy dry ice and a cooler at the local grocery and ship it back UPS.  But UPS does have specific rules regarding shipment of dry ice so please check with them to ensure your fish is shipped back home for you.  

Will I get seasick on my charter?

If you feel as though you or someone in your group has a problem with motion sickness please consider avoidance of offshore fishing charters. If you still intend on going offshore please take a precautionary drug such as Dramamine, Bonine or Triptone at least 45 minutes prior to your charter's departure. People typically do not get seasick on the flats.  No refunds will be issued due to seasickness.  
It says on my confirmation to call my Capt. the night before the trip. Why?

We fish with a lot of people here. When it comes to your trip, call your captain the night before so we can go over the details like weather, gear you will need, special requests, and such. It also lets us know that you are really here and ready to go. This program has been working very well for years with out failure.

What if it is bad weather?

It is the captain’s discretion to go or not to go. The winds are bad to us when it is a small craft advisory. This means that the winds are over 25 knots and gusty. As for rain and such, it will be a mutual decision based on radar forecast. Rule of thumb, we generally do not go out on bad days.

What will the weather be like for our trip?

Again, we have no idea and will not be taking you fishing anymore when we can figure out these details.  

What happens to my deposit if I get cancelled due to weather?

If the captain cancels then you will be refunded your deposit unless we can reschedule your charter.  For further details on cancellations policies on your charter please read your confirmation.  
What happens to my deposit if I cancel inside the cancellation policy? 

We realize things come up last minute; unfortunately trips don't come last minute for us. You will forfeit your deposit.  
What if I do not show up for my trip? 

We will hunt you down like the dog you are!  Seriously though, you will be billed in full for your trip as stipulated in the rules of our booking confirmation that is sent to you the day you booked your trip. Understand that we only have so many days to sell our boats, standing up one of our trips means someone else could not have gone with us. Not to mention that it is just plain rude!

How do I cancel last minute?
The only way to not get charged in full is to call us 48 hours prior to your charter.  1-888-362-3474. Leave a message telling us what the deal is. You will not get a refund for your deposit but you will not get billed in full.
